MARKETING TIPS:  I attend a lot of “outreach” meetings and training functions for the Fair Housing Council.  That’s non-profit lingo for what the rest of us typically call “networking” meetings.  At a function last week I walked in, registered at the front desk and took a nametag.  With my hand poised in the air halfway to my lapel I realized one (minor) rule of networking had become so ingrained years ago that I hardly ever think of it any more…  Yet I bet there’s many that aren’t familiar. 

 

When attending a networking function at which nametags are provided, or for those of you who wear Realtor® pins and badges on your blazer each day, consider where you place them.  Most (granted not all, but most) people are right-handed.  We shake hands with our right hands.  If you place pins and badges on your right lapel, it will easily and naturally catch the eye of others as you extend your arm to shake hands.  Why not jot down your first name in big bold print, along with a very short catch phrase—what a great conversation starter!

 

 

TIPS AND TRICKS:  In this section, I offer quick and simple computer tips or other resources you can use to improve your computing performance.

 

Ever lost your internet address bar in Internet Explorer?  Recovering it is a simple matter when you know where to look.  RIGHT click once in the gray space toward the top of the Internet Explorer window.  Be careful not to click on any menus or buttons; pick a clear, unencumbered gray space.  

 

A short menu will appear; look for the words “Address Bar.”  If it is not preceded with a checkmark that means it’s gotten turned off.  Simply LEFT click once on “Address Bar” to turn it back on.  

 

Now, if that didn’t do it, then your address bar is hiding from you!  Take a careful look at the gray space at the top of your window where the menu and buttons reside.  Each bar or set of buttons is preceded by a small, gray vertical line.  Grab these by LEFT clicking on one of them and holding the mouse button down as you drag it to the left or right a little.  If your address bar is hiding (IE: there but just shrunk to a very small width), this should help you expose it. 

 

Phew!  That was really difficult to explain in plain words—let me know if this problem baffles you and we’ll walk through it!
